Parking: 

We have been successfully operating with respect and regard for our neighbors, and we have kept our 

driveway open to the parents of our children. Thus far, we have not had any complaints from our 

neighbors or our daycare parents about parking issues. We have different pick up and drop off 

schedules for children which we have also submitted with our application. 

One of our staff does not have a car and carpools to work. Another of is a family member who lives in 

the residence and parks in the garage. She currently doesn't have an operational vehicle. At this t ime

Outdoor time starts at 10:00 AM and ends 

at 11:45 AM. The first group will go out from 10:00 to 11:00 AM, and second group will go from 11:00 to 

11:45 AM. We will alternate the timing with each group, so they have the same amount of outdoor time 

over the period of each month.
